�  Planning    (Strategies) 
1. Analyze Gummy Smile 
2. Shorten Anterior Teeth 
3. Plan Crown lengthening 
4. Smile Design Correction 
 
 
�  Gummy Smile (Analyze) 

1. Location 
Is the excessive gingival display in the whole arch or limited to the anterior? 
(Anterior only)  

2. Tooth length 
Normal central incisors are between 10-11mm in length  
(Patient has 8mm of length) 

3. Incisal display 
 (Is Adequate) 

4. Root Length  and Taper 
 (Good root length but taper may cause a slightly pointed gingival outline) 

 
 

�  Shorten Anterior Teeth 
1. Preplan on Articulator 
2. Maintain Overbite 
3. Provide Disclusion

�  Crown Lengthening Planning 
The gingival levels and anticipated incisal edge position was determined by the 
restorative dentist (drawing on the cast) and the surgery performed

�  Smile Design Correction  
After three months of healing the incisal edge was adjusted during tooth preparation and 
case completed. I feel a good result was achieved although some rebound of the gingival 
was seen on #9.
